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USER INSTRUCTIONS FOR THE GRINDER PUMP

GENERAL INFORMATION

In order to provide you with access to the finest available wastewater
disposal, your home is served by a low pressure sewer system. The
basic unit in this system is the Grinder Pump. The Grinder Pump is

a wastewater preparation device which has been incorporated into the
drainage piping of your home. After grinding the solid materials and
mixing to a uniform, easily pumped slurry, your Grinder Pump generates
the pressure necessary to carry the wastewater from yvour home.

USE AND CARE OF SEWERS

When properly installed and not abused, the Grinder Pump should give
you years of silent, trouble-free service.

Regulatory agencies advise that the following items, although capable of
being ground and pumped by the unit, should not he introduced into
the sewers either directly, or through a kitchen food waste disposal:

glass diapers, socks, rags or cloth
metal paper towels
seafood shells plastic objects (toys, utensils, etc.)

sanitary napkins or tampons

In addition, you must never introduce into your sewer, explosives or
flammable materials, strong chemicals or lubricating oils and greases.

USE OF WATER

No unusual restrictions on water usage are imposed by the Grinder Pump.
in fact, since it makes your connection to a public sewer possible,
water use need not be restricted as is often the case when one must
depend on private septic tank facilities, which often have only limited
ability to absorb wastewater, especially durinag rainy spring months.

VACATIONS, AND OTHER PERIODS OF DISUSE

If a Grinder Pump is to be left in any unoccupied home or building for
longer than one week, the following should be done:

(1) Run water in a kitchen or laundry sink long enough to cause
the Grinder Pump to come on. Immediately turn the water off
allowing the Grinder Pump to pump down and shut off automatically.

This purges the system and leaves it filled with a minimum
volume of clean water.

(2) Leave the power to the Grinder Pump "on". There is a heating
element inside the Grinder Pump that will eliminate condensation.
